Manual Controls

The manual controls for the
fireplace are behind the access
panel located at the bottom of the
fireplace. (Figure 5)

A. 3-Position Switch

The switch has two On positions
marked with “I” and “II’. The “I’
position is for manual operation.
In this position the built-in remote
control is bypassed. The “Il”
position is for operating the unit
with the provided remote control.
When in “ Il " position the unit is
operated with the ON and OFF
buttons of the remote control.
When the switch is in the center “
O ” position the unit is off.

Turn the Flame Action Control
knob to adjust the flame speed to

Remote Control Initialization/

Reprogramming

Follow these steps for remote

control initialization and if re-

quired, re-initialization:

1. Disconnect power to fire-
place.

2. Set the 3-Position Switch to
the Remote position (Figure
5A).

3. Wait a minimum of five
seconds and then re-acquire
power to fireplace.

4. Within 10 seconds of re-ac-
quiring power, press the ON
button located on the remote
control.

! NOTE: You will have only 10
seconds to perform this last

Light Bulb Replacement

The light bulbs need to be re-
placed when you notice a dark
section of the flame or when the
clarity and detail of the log em-
ber bed exterior reduces. There
are three bulbs under the Log

Set Assembly, which generate

the flames and embers, and two
bulbs above that illuminate the log
exterior.

Lower Light Bulb Requirements

Quantity of three clear chande-
lier or candelabra bulbs with an
E-12 (small) socket base, 60 Watt
rating. Example: GE 60BC or
Philips 60CTC. Do not exceed
60 Watts per bulb.

Helpful Hints: It is a good idea to
replace all light bulbs at one time
if they are close to the end of their
rated life. Group replacement will
reduce the number of times you
need to open the unit to replace
light bulbs. Care must be taken
when removing the Log set as-
sembly as it contains LED’s and
wires (DF2608 only).

&\ CAUTION: Allow at least five
minutes for the light bulbs to cool
before touching them to avoid ac-
cidental burning of the skin.

1. Slide fireplace out of mantel.

2. Lay unit on it’s back for safe
removal of front glass.
